About the artists and the artworks: 
All the artworks in this auction are either immaterial, ephemeral, or experiential, and seek to push the boundaries of abstract capital. These practices have ranged from singing telegram, to poems to specialty dinners, and even physical rainbows in the air.

This project is an effort to drive the collection of art away from the collection of material things, and towards the collection of ideas, experiences, services, and intelligences as art.  Since capital, and its handmaiden spectacle, have colonized society so thoroughly that it cannot be undone, it is we, the consuming public, who bear the responsibility of redefining the nature of capitalism and commodification.  Thus, the Radical Practice Live Auction creates an event that is simultaneously an exhibition of idea-based artwork and a community event, created to be in solidarity with ephemeral, conceptual, immaterial, and otherwise amazingly radical practices.
